REGULATIONS

on Joint Russian-Mongolian-Chinese Commission

of the Dauria International Protected Area

I. GENERAL ISSUES

1.1. These regulations are elaborated in accordance with Article 4 of the Agreement between Ministry of environmental protection and natural resources of the Russian Federation, Ministry for nature and environment of Mongolia and Agency on environmental protection of People` s Republic of China (further – “the Parties”) about foundation of a joint protected area of March 29, 1994 (further – “the Agreement”) and according to the existing legislation of three Parties.

 1.2. The Joint Commission (further – “the Commission”) is organized for realization of the aims and tasks stated by the Agreement. It is a permanent organ, which, in accordance with the functions set on it, provides consideration and solution of the most important problems of trilateral cooperation in the joint protected area:

- organizes and coordinates cooperation of the Parties in the joint protected area;

- puts forward prospective tasks of cooperation representing mutual interest;

- forms and passes plans and programs of cooperation in the joint protected area, checks and analyzes their implementation;

- takes decisions on organizational and procedural aspects of its work and of the Russian-Mongolian-Chinese Dauria International Protected Area  activity.

1.3.The working language for official communication, conducting talks, correspondence and keeping archives of the Joint commission is English. 
1.4.The Parties can also prepare and sign the variants of documents in national languages. In case of different understanding of the variants in English and in national languages the priority is given to the English-language variant of the document. 

II. MEMBERSHIP OF JOINT COMMISSION

2.1. The Commission consists of Co-chairmen, their deputies, members of the Commission and Secretaries from each of the Parties.

2.2. Membership of the national parts of the Commission is confirmed by the head of the ministry or other body, which is responsible for state regulation in the sphere of the protected areas. 

     2.3. Co-chairmen of the Commission are Heads of the national parts of the Commission. They organize and coordinate their work, sign the documents adopted at the Commission meetings. 
- Co-chairmen of the Commission or their deputies between the meetings of the Commission can take mutually coordinated decisions on realization of the Agreement. 

- Co-chairmen can for a time delegate their functions to deputies of the Commission or to one of its members.

2.4. Secretaries of the Commission:

- are responsible for preparing materials to meetings of the Commission, organization of the meetings and keep minutes of the meetings, forming the archive of documents on the International Protected Area activity (Reports on the International Protected Area work, correspondence of the Parties, etc.);

- keep up direct contacts, meet wherever necessary, but not less than once in three years.

2.5. In case of changes in membership of a national part of the Commission other Parties must be informed about it within a month period.

III. WORK ORDER OF JOINT COMMISSION 

3.1. Meetings of the Commission are held in turn in the Russian Federation, Mongolia, and People` s Republic of China as required but not less than once in three years, the place and date are determined by the Commission, if no other decision is taken. 

On the proposal of one of the Co-chairmen an extraordinary meeting of the Commission can be called.

3.2.   At the meeting of the Commission the Co-chairman (or his deputy) of the host state presides.
3.3. The report on the international protected area activity in the period since the last meeting of the Commission is made by the Party, which hosted the previous meeting.
3.4. The results of the meetings of the Commission are recorded in minutes signed by the Co-chairmen (or their deputies). The decisions taken by the Co-chairmen between the meetings of the Commission are recorded in the minutes of the nearest meeting. 

3.5. Decisions at the meetings of the Commission are taken by consensus and come into force from the day of signing the minutes of the Commission meeting if no other is stated in the decisions. 

3.6. In the periods between the meetings of the Commission the activity of the international protected area is organized by the Work group of the Joint commission with the chiefs of the reserves-parts of DIPA at the head.

Membership of the national parts of the Work group is determined by the chiefs of the reserves.

The Work group:

- organizes and coordinates the activity of the reserves on realization of decisions of the Joint commission;

- organizes and coordinates cooperation and development of the international protected area in the period between meetings of the Joint commission;

- forms and confirms short-term plans of cooperation in the joint protected area (for 1-2 years);

- controls and analyzes implementation of the adopted plans of cooperation in the joint protected area.

Meetings of the Work group are held in turn in the Russian Federation, Mongolia, and People’s Republic of China, if no other is decided upon during coordinating talks, as required but  not  less than once a year.

3.7. The expenses on organization and holding meetings of the Commission and of the Work group are borne by the host Party. The invited Parties pay transport expenses to the place of the meeting and back..
IV. ORDER OF CHANGING THESE REGULATIONS

On the Commission` s decision corrections, changes and amendments can be made to these Regulations; they are adopted at the ordinary meeting of the Commission.
